     Even though this smart 

fellow did all he could to in-

sure success, (such as looking 

in the very place where 

women would gather), he still 

intensified his effort by specifi-

cally asking that things would 

work out according to plan. 

“May it be the one to whom I 

shall say ôlet me drink from your 

jar.õó 
     Over the entire spectrum 

of human needs, from finding a 

godly person to marry, all the 

way across to tackling the 

mundane chores of a single 

day—we are postured for 

success when we remember 

James’ focus: òIf the Lord wills, 

we shall live, and also do this or 

that.ó 

     What does “this or that” 

include? Only huge, crucial 

things? Could it be that the 

God of the sparrow and of the 

hair, is actually concerned with 

the simple needs of the day? 

He taught us to pray about 

our daily bread and reminded 

us to sustain ourselves beyond 

food to the point of experi-

encing every word that pro-

ceeds from God. 

    Would I then begin some-

thing as simple and as grand as 

a new day without asking God 

to go with me all the way 

through it? 

     Would I make an effort to 

be reconciled to my offending 

brother without asking God to 

grant me success? Or go to 

the one I have offended and 

try to make things right with-

out including God in the trans-
action? 

     Should I expect my mar-

riage to flourish without God 

helping me to build a hedge 

around it to protect it and 

keep it intact? Is it ok to ask 

God for that? 

     How can I preach the pure 

message to today’s culture, 

with its shift in thinking & 

values, without asking God to 

enlighten the eyes of their 

hearts?  Or without asking His 

help in finding my way there 

to today’s hearer’s new ad-

dress. 

     Is it possible that the 

church will grow and increase 

more than it shrinks without 

specifically asking God for 

success? 

     Will people find the rela-

tionships they so earnestly 

seek when they visit Christ’s 

church at Somers Avenue 

without our even asking God to 

help each of us prove our-

selves to be a neighbor? 

     How will we reach people 

who have been lied to, de-

ceived, betrayed and let 

down—and who are afraid to 

trust again? Can we connect 

our faith tradition with today’s 
suspicious listener unless first 

we have asked God to purify 

our own hearts, motives and 

actions? 

     In nothing be anxious, but 

in everything by PRAYER, and 

supplication, with thanksgiving, 

let your requests be made known 

to God.ó (Phil. 4:6). 

    Apparently, the shortfall is 

not simply the content of 

prayer, nor the subject or 

object of prayer, but with the 

absence of the petition itself. 

    James just flat says to us 

“you do not have because you do 

not ask, or you ask and do not 

receive because you ask with 

wrong motives.ó (James 4:2,3). 

    Who will be the next new 

Christian in our congregation? 

May it be the one to 

whom I shall sayé 

     Who will be the first to 

respond to the next call for 

teachers? May it be the one 

to whom I shall sayé 

     Which visitor to our as-

sembly will be the next one to 

make a commitment to be a 

part of our family here? May 

it be the one to whom I 

shall sayé 

     Abraham’s servant was 
Intentional—focused on his 

purpose, mission & plan.
